Maybury State Park was originally the site of 
the Maybury Tuberculosis Sanatorium.   Now, 
the Park contains almost 1000 acres of rolling 
terrain, open meadow, mature forest, a variety 
of wildlife, and abundant wildflowers.  Visitors 
may hike 8 miles of trails, enjoy a picnic, ride 
on paved bicycle paths or try the challenging 
mountain bike trail.   In addition, you may glide 
the ski trails, ride a horse, fish the pond, or 
watch your children play on the sports fields or 
the tot playground.
Interpretive programs may be offered 
throughout the year, covering a wide range of 
natural, cultural, and historical topics.
